Thank you for requesting a membership application. In order to process your application for membership quickly and

efficiently, the following procedure must first be observed.

STEP 1: You must read the enclosed information, then complete and sign the enclosed application

STEP 2: Have your Sponsor sign the application.

STEP 3: You must return the completed application, along with a $250 membership fee, and a current photograph to the
ABEA office at least 2 weeks prior to attending one of our fellowship conventions.

STEP 4: You must meet with the credentials committee at one of our fellowship conventions prior to the ordination
service. (Committee meeting times are announced or are available at the registration desk during the conventions.)

STEP 5: You must be present to hear the reading of “the charge”; have hands laid upon you (Acts 6:6; Acts 13:3; 1 Tim
4:14; 2 Tim 1:6; Heb 6:2); receive the prayers and blessings of the brethren; and receive the right hand of fellowship.

STEP 6: We request that members prayerfully consider sending a monthly offering to the ABEA office to help with the

ministry of the fellowship.
